Arcadia Pony Galindo Tournament Rules 2010
Eliminations:  Tournament is a Double elimination; Teams that have lost two (2) games are out of Tournament play.
Divisions:  Teams shall be organized into divisions of 13U and 14U, and 12U, per Pony rules.
Rosters:  Teams may submit a maximum Tournament Roster of 18 eligible players and a minimum of 10 and final roster shall be submitted 45 minutes prior to your first game; no additions or changes may be made after submittal.  Player arriving during a game must play.  All players in the dugout and in uniform shall be considered an active player and required to play to the minimum at bats/innings as set forth by the League Rules or Tournament Rules, whichever applies, unless manager provides umpires and opposing managers with injury notification prior to that player’s place in line-up or conclusion of the last batter’s turn in the line-up batting.
Eligible Players: Players who are not older than the age level based on Pony Baseball Age Requirements.  Each player shall provide Tournament Officials a birth certificate and a copy of same with Tournament Roster.  Players may play up in age but may not play down.  
Check-In:  All required paperwork must be submitted at check-in.  You must check-in at least 1 hour before your first scheduled game.  

Home Team;  Home teams shall be determined by coin toss with Scorekeeper 20 minutes prior to each game.  Home team takes 3rd base dugout, no exceptions.
Equipment:  Protective athletic cup must be worn by all players.  Metal cleats may be worn.  For other equipment requirements, refer to Arcadia Pony Field rules and Pony Baseball Rules.

Batting Order Substitutions:  Teams shall bat 9 players and Pony Tournament substitution rules apply.  If you anticipate a player being tardy, you must list him during the exchange of lineups with your opponent.  If the player is not present when his at-bat comes up and is not available, that player shall be called “out” and the next batter in the line-up shall bat.  Pony Rule book available at Scorekeeper’s Booth.
Pitching Limits:  No single player is allowed to pitch more than 10 innings in a single calendar week.  

· A calendar week is from 12:01am Monday to 12:00am Midnight the following Sunday.

· No pitcher may pitch more than 7 innings in a calendar day.

· Pitchers shall have at least 40 hours rest after pitching four (4) or more innings in any single game.  Rest time starts from “starting game time” to “starting game time”.

· Teams where a player has pitched more than the League maximum allowances may have a victory taken away, that game may be ruled by the Arcadia League President, a win for the other team.

· Should a player pitch more than the League allowable innings, that player cannot not pitch a single inning for their team’s next three (3) scheduled games.  Regardless of any other rulings.

Pinch Runners:  Pony substitution rules apply for all pinch runner situations.
10 Run Mercy Rule:  If the home team takes a lead of 10 or more runs at any time in the bottom of the 5th, or 6th inning, the game is over.  If the visiting team takes a lead of 10 or more runs in the top of the 6th or 7th inning the game is over as a mercy.  

Time Limit:  There is no time limit; games shall be played to their completion.
Time Constraints; Time Constraints may cause cancellation of pre-game infield.  Umpires have been instructed to start games promptly.  Pitchers should warm up on the sidelines when waiting for the next game.  When a following game is coming, please leave dugouts promptly (please pickup trash) and conduct your post game talk outside the field.  All teams should be ready to play 30 minutes prior to their scheduled game time.  Practice areas will be provided.  Every effort will be made to finish the tournament. In case of rain, or other unforeseen events a Tournament Official reserves the right to modify or shorten or reschedule games in order to finish the event. 
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Tie Scores:  There are no tied scores, all games played to their completion, unless called by umpires by umpire decision.
Thrown Equipment:  If at a live ball, baseball rules apply.  The accidental or intentional throwing of bats or equipment results in a team warning.  The next infraction by anyone on the team results in an 
out or ejection.  (This does not preclude the umpire from making an immediate ejection for what he deems as serious unsportsmanlike conduct).
Managers & Coaches:  Each team is limited to 4 adults (non-players) in the team dugout, 2 on field. 
Game Rules:  Playing rules will be applied in the following order:

(1) Tournament rules supercede,
(2) Rules of Pony Baseball supercede,
(3) Rules of Major League Baseball .  

Tournament Officials:  (at least 1 board member) will resolve any legal protest.

1. Protest of a rule application must be made before a pitch is thrown to a next batter after the play in question.
2. Only manager may protest.  Manager must state his desire to do so to the home plate umpire.

3. Protests will be resolved at that point, before play continues.  Rulings of a Tournament Official and umpire are final and may not be appealed further.

4. Only the applications of a rule may be protested, never umpire judgment (i.e. balls, strikes, safe, out, fair, foul, tag, no tag, etc.) may be protested

5. If weather or time constraints dictate, we reserve the right to reschedule game days and/or times, institute game tie breakers, set game time limits, schedule multiple games per day, or institute any other rules necessary to complete the tournament in as timely and equitable manner as possible.  Also, in the event of rain, a game is considered official if 4 innings are completed.  If rain comes up after the game is considered official, the score shall revert back to the last complete inning if the visitor takes the lead and the home team cannot complete their at-bat due to the rain.
6. Officials reserve the right to reject a team’s application to participate in an Arcadia Pony/ Colt Baseball Tournament, for any reason.

Game Umpires:  Umpires are professional umpires paid and provided by Arcadia Pony.
Conduct of Players, Managers, Coaches, Fans:

1. In situations of illegal or ineligible players, the Rules of Pony Baseball apply.

2. Unsportsmanlike conduct (abusive language, derogatory activity, excessive arguing, etc) towards umpires, league officials, players/coaches/fans will not be tolerated.

3. No chanting of any kind allowed.

4. Any ejection will be reviewed by Tournament Official.  The review may result in further penalty (additional game or multiple game suspensions or disqualification from the tournament).  These penalties may be applied to players, coaching staff, or fans.  Suspended persons must the leave the field and surrounding area upon umpire’s determination.  Suspended persons may not return to any premises of the park/complex until the suspension is over. An ejection for language, threats, violence and/or behavior deemed hazardous to others requires, in addition to the ejection, one additional game suspension.
5. The manager and coaching staff are responsible for the conduct of their players and fans. If the team manager cannot control the behavior of the players, managers, coaches, or spectators, then at the discretion of the Chief Umpire and/or a Tournament Official, the game could be forfeited by that team and the team will NO longer participate in the Tournament and will forfeit all its remaining games.  NO REFUNDS will be given.

6. Tournament fees are not refundable.

7. Alcoholic beverages and Tobacco products not permitted on property.
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Tournament Winner:  First Place Winners of each division shall receive a Trophy for each player.

Tournament Dates:  Tournament begins June 17th, 2010.  Brackets and playing times are not determined until 6-15-2010.
Tournament Costs:  Each team shall pay a $300.00 entry fee, to be assured of bracket spot forms and payments shall be received prior to June 15, 2009. 
Spectator admission is $2.00 each person 15 years and older, each game and includes a coupon for one (1) fountain drink.
